The Secretariat of the UAE National Committee on the Sustainable Development Goals, in collaboration
with the Hamdan bin Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum International Photography Award (HIPA),
launched the inaugural global SDG Photography Award in May 2019.

The SDG Photography Award aims to raise awareness of the SDGs through the lenses of photographers
from all around the world. The Award invited amateur, enthusiast, semi-professional and professional
photographers to participate in five categories: People, Planet, Prosperity, Peace, and Partnerships (the
Five P’s of the SDGs).

Over a period of 9 weeks, the Award attracted more than 4,000 participants from 132 nationalities in 13

languages.

The SDGs are not only the responsibility of governments - the private sector, academia, research

institutions, youth and society will all play a significant role if we are to achieve these global goals by 2030.
